Sun Safe


With the lovely weather we are having, we need to be mindful of protecting our children form UV.  


Skin cancer is now the most common and fastest rising cancer in the UK.  Malignant melanoma, the deadliest form of the disease is now the most common cancer in young adults aged 15 – 34.  Burning as a young child can cause irreparable damage to a child’s delicate skin, that over time can develop with serious consequences.


To enable us to protect your child whilst in school, please send in a sun hat, either legionnaire or broad brimmed  that shades the face, neck and ears PLEASE WRITE YOUR CHILD’S NAME ON IT.  Please also apply sunscreen with a minimum sun protection faction (SPF) 30 before they come to school.  You can then send your bottle in (labelled) if you wish, but we do have factor 30 sunscreen in school which we are happy to apply should a reapplication be necessary.  If there is any reason the school’s supply should not be used on your child, YOU MUST CONTACT THE SCHOOL IMMEDIATELY.


We will make sure that pupils are not out in the sun for more than 30 mins at a time, and that a shaded area and water for rehydration are always provided.
